Our team arrived at the location. Lead Investigator, Rozell secured the building and identified

The 1st floor dining room as the Command Center. Pictures were taken of the outside of the structure for a baseline. The client briefed the team and updated them on occurrences in the building. The Team held an organizational meeting to identify any operational changes and assign Teams and rotations for the evening. 

The Teams were dispatched into their assigned areas where base line readings were taken and the teams began their investigation. The first and second rotations lasted approximately 1:00 hour per rotation with a fifteen minute between rotation for rest and to share information.  A ten minute vigil was conducted at the beginning of each rotation An EVP session was conducted at the conclusion of the second rotation

Findings/Closure of Case:
Our team reviewed the evidence we captured on still digital cameras (standard, Infrared and full spectrum), audio EVP recordings, Video cameras with Night Shot capability and personal experiences.
We were unable to substantiate the claims of shadows, apparitions or the disappearance and return of items. , During the Investigation we identified some of the noises and sounds that we believe were heard on the second floor we did however have a disembodied voice that was heard in real time and documented o video.  We have several incidents of flashlights turning on without reason that could coincide with the reports of electronic devices turning on. There was several personnel experience to include a “bang” in the kitchen that was recorded on audio and remains unexplained. We experienced difficulties with batteries and electronic equipment and other personnel experience.
The real question is always…is the residence Haunted? .Our Team does not deem a location “haunted” on a whim but only with substantial evidence. The investigation on April 28, 2012 did not reveal the type of evidence that would support a haunting of any type. It is important to remember, however, entities do not respond to our time frame or appear “on stage” to perform on command. Simply put we base our conclusion on tangible evidence and activity and in this case the lack of tangible evidence is the telltale sign. 
Please do not misunderstand we are in no way questioning the reliability of the numerous teams that have investigated in the past and deemed the location haunted.  We are only saying that on this night and the times that we investigated there is not enough tangible evidence to support a conclusion of a haunting of any type.
That being said we did capture some evidence in which we were unable to discount or attribute to normal and natural means.  Based on this we can comfortably say that there is Paranormal Activity of some type taking place at this residence.  It is obvious that there is nothing present of an aggressive or negative nature.
