Our team arrived at the location. Lead Investigator, Rozell secured the building and identified

the 1st floor Kitchen as the Command Center. Pictures were taken of the outside of the building for a baseline. The client briefed the team and updated them on occurrences in the home. The Team held an organizational to identify any operational changes and assign Teams and rotations for the evening. 

The Teams were dispatched into their assigned areas where base line readings were taken and the teams began their investigation. The first and second rotations lasted approximately 1:00 hour per rotation with a fifteen minute between rotation for rest and to share information.  A ten minute vigil was conducted at the beginning of each rotation An EVP session was conducted at the conclusion of the second rotation lasting approximately 30 minutes.

Findings/Closure of Case:
Our team reviewed the evidence we captured on still digital cameras (standard, Infrared and full spectrum), audio EVP recordings, Video cameras with Night Shot capability and personal experiences.
We were unable to substantiate any of the claims of activity in the home on this particular evening.
Please do not misunderstand we are in no way questioning the reliability of the numerous reports of activity and the experiences of the residents of this home.  We are only saying that based on the tangible evidence we were (or were not) able to gather on April 14, 2011 we cannot substantiate a haunting.
It is important to note that the third floor bedroom at the last moment was restricted by the home owner’s roommate who also refused to participate in the investigation.  This was initially strange as this individual did participate in the interview and initial walk through just 2 weeks before. Further research seems to indicate that this individual may have been still participating in some form of ritualistic activities and may have “pulled out” of participation in the investigation at the last minute to avoid being discovered. The lack of access to this third floor room and the participation of this individual do leave the question of what would be found if total access was allowed.
In the future if access to the total house would be allowed the Coal Region Paranormal Team would be interested in returning and reinvestigating the residence, until then we can only restate that at this time we were unable to identify any evidence of Paranormal Activity.
